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Chile — Standard Missile-2 (SM-2) Block 1A Missiles

WASHINGTON, February 5, 2021 - The State Department has made a determination approving a possible
Foreign Military Sale to the Government of Chile of Standard Missile-2 (SM-2) Block I11A Missiles and related
equipment for an estimated cost of $85.0 million. The Defense Security Cooperation Agency delivered the
required certification notifying Congress of this possible sale today.

The Government of Chile has requested to buy up to sixteen (16) Standard Missile-2 (SM-2) Block I11A
missiles (rail launched) (including two (2) missiles with manufacturer installed telemeter); two (2) MK 89 Mod
0 Guidance Sections; and one (1) Target Detection Device Kit (including shroud), MK 45 Mod 14.
Intermediate Level Maintenance Facility; spare parts and associated containers; personnel training and training
equipment; publications and technical data; U.S. Government and contractor technical assistance and other
related logistics support including ordnance handling equipment; and other related elements of logistics and
program support. The total estimated program cost is $85.0 million.

This proposed sale will support the foreign policy goals and national security objectives of the United States by
improving the security of a strategic partner in South America.

This proposed sale would support Chile’s anti-air warfare capabilities for the two recently transferred former
Adelaide-class frigates to the Chilean Navy. Chile will have no difficulty absorbing the equipment and services
into its armed forces.

The proposed sale of this equipment will not alter the basic military balance in the region.

The principal contractor will be Raytheon Missiles and Defense, Tucson, Arizona. There are no known offset
agreements in connection with this potential sale.

Implementation of this proposed sale will not require the assignment of any additional U.S. Government or
contractor representatives to Chile.

There will be no adverse impact on U.S. defense readiness as a result of this proposed sale.
This notice of a potential sale is required by law. The description and dollar value is for the highest estimated
quantity and dollar value based on initial requirements. Actual dollar value will be lower depending on final

requirements, budget authority, and signed sales agreement(s), if and when concluded.
